There have been
several celebrity teen pregnan-

cies in the news recently, but

the realities of teen pregnancy

and the everyday challenges
from trying to finish high

school to affording diapers and

food are rarely publicized. The

The programs, Kids on the
Block, Baby Think it Over,
Smart Girls and Wise Guys and
Pregnancy and Parenting Sup-
port and Education provide
services to adolescents from

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2009 Program Summaries

Smart Girls is an abstinence -based education
group offered to all Hall County middle and
high schools and Lakeview Academy. These
groups meet weekly for one semester, serving
7 to 10 girls at a time. These groups provide
young women with the skills needed to over-
come negative peer pressure, the tools to
protect themselves from those who wish to
exploit them (often these young women are in
relationships with men at least four years
older that they) and the esteem to view their
future potential accurately.

Baby Think It Over is a 10 -pound infant
simulator designed to provide teens with the
opportunity to address the challenges and
realities of being a teen parent. Our agency
currently has eleven of these dolls. This ex-
citing & innovative program is a favorite
among students.

Pregnant & Parenting Support & Education
groups are designed to provide support and
parenting education to already pregnant and/or
parenting teens.
